Here are some important reasons to support Prop. 400!

In March, Tempe voters will be asked to vote on Proposition 
400, which would slightly increase the city’s hospitality tax, 

also known as the “bed tax,” charged only on hotel rooms. 
Here’s why a “YES” vote makes sense for Tempe’s future!

3 Proposition 400 would help Tempe attract more tourism revenue 
to our community. More tourism represents more money for Tempe 
businesses, more tourism-related jobs in Tempe, and more money 
to the City which lowers the tax burden on residents.		

3 Proposition 400 would increase the existing 3 percent tax on 
hotel rooms to 5 percent, consistent with a proposal in Scottsdale. 
This would create approximately $1.5 million per year in new 
revenue to fund tourism promotion for Tempe.	

3 Only people who stay in a Tempe hotel would pay the tax.

3 Those most impacted by Prop. 400 — Tempe hotels and the 
Tempe Convention & Visitors’ Bureau — are its most enthusiastic 
supporters. 

3 Research shows that each dollar invested in tourism returns $34 
to the community.

3 Tempe tourism is very positive for jobs and the economic health 
of  our community because it brings in over $100 million per year in 
economic impact.

3 Proposition 400 is supported by the Mayor and all members of  
the City Council, Republicans and Democrats alike.

3 If  approved, Tempe’s bed tax would be the same as Scottsdale’s, 
lower than Tucson’s and still below the national average.
